John Perkins' talk ™A ramble around my family" was a most entertaining
start to our 1991 programme. He outlined the problems he had faced in
tracing his German and Czech ancestry and how he had solved many of these
problems. The humorous way in which he described his researches proved to his
audience that Family History is fun. .

Pauline Saul, the Federation Administrator's talk "Some Orphan"
illustrated the many sources she called upon in her search for the family
of "her mother-in~law, who was orphaned as a young child. With very little
information on which to base her researches she has been able to trace the
background of the redoubtable lady and her soldier father.

Rotherham Branch Meeting on Thursday 7th February 1991.

After the AGM at which allofficials were re~elected and the financial
report for 1990 was accepted, the speaker for the evening Mr.Blanch, gave a
talk on the history of Aughton J & I School. The first mention of a school
was in 1703 but Mr.BlancHs tallk really began with the school log bocks which
he discovered on his taking up the position of head teacher in 1968.

The Looks were in a dilapidated condition, the earliest gne falling to
piecas, but none the less Mr Blanch edited and transcribed them to give a
view of Auphton over the years from the log's first Tecording in 1864 to
his retirement in 1990,

lle deseribed the condition of the school in those days when at times it
was koo daTk to see or too cold to work and the class recited tables, the
relationship between teacher and parent (of a more abrasive nature than today)
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the role of the church and the visits of the clexgy, but most important of all
the children, their educatjonal and social conditions, their illnesses and

" sadly their not infrequent deaths, which in Victorian times appear to have
been stoically accepted.

Mr.Blanch gave a picture of the children in those far off days, their
attendance through the year, the seasonal absences to work in the fields and
gardens or to mind the home while their parents did so. Gleening, turnip-
thinning, making ties for the sheaves and working on the threshing machine
were all mentioned as was the thinning of the classes by the visitation of
typhus, scarletina or measles and children sent home because of smallpox.
Epidemics were common and usually struck the whole village.

With the sinking of the coal mines the class would be reduced due to
father being on strike and the hardship it caused; children were kept
away or sent home because the payment of school pence had gone into arrearts.
Instances of punishment were recerded and the reasons for doing se, for
which today we would consider a different treatment.

There were absences for other reasons some of which were permitted: &
vigit to Sheffield to see the aftermath of the flood, the yearly visit to the
Rotherham Stattis, the Aughton Feast and occasional events like a Wild
Beast Show.

Mr. Blanch spoke of the administration of the school from the exact
recording of the number of slates and books to the school of today with its
high tech equipment and twlti-pound budget. .

Throughout the talk Mr.Blanch showed his kindness and concern towards
the children in his care and a sympathy for the pupils and teachers which he
discovered in those old school log books.

I wonder if anyone can offer some suggestions of where or
what areas I could search to find the birth and family of my ancestor,
Charles Sykes {my great grandfather). I am such a long way from England to
do searching and it is hard to find out all areas that may be alailable for
research. My search has come to a complete stop as far as Charles is
concerned.

According to the various certificates, that is-his marriage,
births of his children and his death here in Australia I have put together the
following picture. He stated he was born in Sheffield, England ~ from his
age given, his birth would have been ¢1826. He married in Australia June
1856 aged 30 years. From information on his death certificate December 1884
he had been living in NSW 28 years, which would make his arrival here ¢l856.
His father's name was given as Charles, a Jeweller, his mother's name,
unknown. According to family legend he was supposed to have served in India
as a soldier for many years which would have had to be before arrival heve.
After his marriage he worked as a painter then joined the Tolice Force of
NSW. On retiring he went back to his job of painting in Bathurst, dying
suddenly of a heart attack while.working on a heuse. He was aged 58 years,
and left a young wife and 8 children behind.

HISTORICAL NOTES ON THE SYTE OF THE OFFICES
QF THE" TELEGRAPH' Part III

Joseph Pearce.

From 1845 Mr.Joseph Pearce, jun., son of a bookseller in Gibraltar Street,
had oceupied the shop on the south side of the street, now Mr. J.Harrison,
hosier. There in 1852 he combined with his statlionery and printing, the duties
of publisher of the "Sheffield Times". Though not strictly the begetter, Mr.
Pearce became the foster-parent of the "Telegraph" when, in 1855, that puling
foundling was, almost literally, dumped upon his doorstep. Shortly after,
having adopted the infant, ‘and the better to discharge his duties as pod-
father, he crossed the street and stepped into Mr.Whittles' shoés in Ne.l7,
by way of being nearer to the Aldine Court nursery. Before the end of 1863,
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vwhen Hr.Pearce, after many sleepless nights, handed over the eight-and-a-half
year old journal to Messra. Leng & Shepperdson, he had removed to No.23, and
?ere the new proprietors succeeded him. Mr.Pearce : sought repose as an
insurance agent in George Street.

Girdlers' Property - The Grey Horse.

This No.23, Messrs Leng's first office was not part of the Trippete
property but belonged to the Girdlers, who had stuck to it since the
beginning of the eighteenth century, when, by a double marriage, two Girdlers
in@erited it from the grahdfather of their wives, old Edward Roberts, barber-
chirurgeon. The Girdlers were grocers, chandlers, butchers, and so forth,
but not victuallers. The Blackamoor's Head, as their Tavern was called, was
let to others. About 1780 alterations were made turning the inn's Front into-
a shop and relegating the victualler to the rear. The landlord consoled
himself by changing the sign te The Grey Horse. The shop after being ocecupied
by drapers, was entered upon about 1833 by the Littlewoods, William and Sarah,
staymakers. When vebuilt in 1858, its destruction was lamented - somewhat
erroneously, as there were still standing older structures near the junction
of the south side with Fargate - as marking the disappearance of "the last
relic of old High Street." It was heve that the "Telegraph" was first
published under its new owmers. Later, the newspaper office was moved to No.
17, and afterwards No.l9, theretofore Wilson's snuff shop, was incorporated.
Somewhere about 1843 George Lemon Saunders had settled in Sheffield (was it
from Bath?) as a music seller and teacher of singing and dancing. He took No
32 on the south side of High Street, next to Parkin's glass and china shop,
with a room up the court, part, I imagine, of the old warechouses of Green and
Pickslay, for his classes. I remember it well, for there, with patience
sorely tried by one, at least, of his pupils, he not very successfully tried
to initiate me into the steps and figures of mazy dances. Like Mr.Peavee,
he crossed the street, and in 1852 was in No.21, the door below Aldine Court.
In 1855 Mr.Saunders, having sold his music business te Mr.H.J.Freemantle,
who came from Chichester, shortly afterwards removed to an office in the 0ld.
Stone House, where he devoted to an insurance agency such time as could be
spared from the turmoils of local politics, on the old Highway Beard, in the
Town Council, and at the Board of Guardians. Between 1876 and 1879 Mr.
Freemantle went to Western Bank and music was hushed in tailering.

The 01d Shopkeepers and the New.

Superior persons may turn impatiently from a narrative which has largely
concerned itself with the unromantic careers of tradesmen. And in so far as
shops are now not so much shops as branch establishments, tentacles of
ottopus-like organisations reaching from nobody knows where, and concerned
only to retail machine-made goods for the benefit of persons whose interest
in Sheffield is limited to the dividends they can draw from it. I am not
concerned about them. But the old days were different and better - certainly
more interesting. The shopkeepers were not alien managers, but personalities,
living mostly on the premises, not ashamed to stand behind their own
countersj proud to vend wares honest enough to need no shoddy windew-dressing;
and finding time to take a useful part in the town's life. 0ld inhabitants
remember this tlass with respect, and not a few individual members of ik,
with something like affection. Though it may be a mark of old fogeyism, I
throw in my lot with these. But since venerable landmarks must needs .
disappear, we may be permitted to cling to old memories, ?hlle congratulating
the modern oblitevators of the past on their - - enterprise.

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EMNA JANE

?orn in 1878 Emma Jane was a foreeful persconality in her family, even as
a little girl: She ran rings round her placid mother and organised all her
brothers and sisters. There was only her father, from whom he had inherited
her boldness and intelligence, whom she respected and deferred to.

But childhood was short in the 1880s. Financial considerations made it
imperative for each child to be self supporting as soon as possible, so at
13 Emma Jzne went 'into service'. I imagine that this must have been the
least enjoyable part of her life, hot because she disliked work, she never
was an idle person, but because she had to submit her own positive
personality to that of her employer. She was someone else's chattel. She
must not think of herself, or organise: or decide - all she must do was obey.

. However, it was not long before she found a way out of this unsatisfying
situation. When she was just turned twenty she married John William, and
they set up home in a small terraced house quite near to her parents, and
started their family of three. It was typical of her that she chose a quiet
amenable lad, bard working and peace loving, for, from then on Emma Jane
'wore the trousers'.

She was a healthy, vivacious attractive young woman with a great sense of
fun, and she certainly knew how to enjoy herself. John William adored her
in their early years together. But behind the pretty face and the witty
manner was 2 will of steel, and John William soon learnt that life could be
very unpleasant if he crossed her.

The first thing that she asked of him was that he should work, work, work.
She took charge of his earnings, kept the accounts, paid the bills and
saved, saved, saved. Memories of her poverty-stricken childhood made her
determined to ensure that thére was always money in the bank. What began as
a Tesponse to the poverty of her childhood became a lifetime's obsession.
The fun disappeared. Her housekeeping became an exnercise in economy. John
William was obliged to go out after a twelve hour shift at the steel-works
to work on his allotment so that the expense of buying vegetables was
avoided. When all the cabbages were ready at the same time, the family ate
cabbage until it was stinking and rotten and they were heartily sick of it.
She bought her meat late on Saturday evening, when only the worst was left,
and the butchers almost gave it away so that they could shut up shop. She
watered the milk and boiled up the tea until it was strong and ‘stewed®:
She begrudged the money for the rent paid to the landlord, so when enough
was saved she bought a larger house in a better area and proceeded to fill
it with lodgers. She made her only son sleep on a hard narrow sofa in the
bathroom so that his bedroom could be let. When one lodger asked for 'new
1laid' eggs, instead of the 'shop eggs' she was in the habit of buying, she
charged him extra and kept his eggs separate. Her own ¢lothes and her
family's were old and patched - often second hand. Anything she could
possibly do to earn money or save expense was done, and at the end of the
week another few shillings or a pound or two went back inte the bank.
Everything was sacrficed on the ajtar of money. Her children were glad to
grow up, marry and leave home. John William came down to earth as a work
wotn slave to his wife's obsession, and Emma Jane herself gradually
changed into a grasping, scheming, calculating middle-aged woman whose sole
aim in life was mopey.

By now the motive had changed ~ it was now just the acquisition of money
for its own sake - the joy of possession -~ the miser's love of gold. It was
then that the idea of investment other than in the bank came to Emma Jane.
She bought several run-down terrace houses and squeezed every penny of rent
out of her unfortunate tenants, who heartily disliked her. The tables were
turned - Emma Jane was now the landlord. She found the about-turn not at all
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difficult to cope with. Rather, she revelled in it. She hardened her heart
and had no pity on the people who were now in the position that she used to
be in. Requested repairs were left undone, or delegated to the unskilled
hands of John William. He trudged around in his workman's overalls and. bore
the brunt of the tenants' complaints while his wife's wealth increased. He
sympathised with them, but sould do nothing for them in the face of his
wife's determination to make money abt all costs.

Her next foray was into the world of stocks and shares. As an uninformed
beginner, she must have had extraordinary geood luck, as everything she
touched seemed to prosper. Her bank manager &nce said that if He recommended
one investment,and she decided upon another, invariably the one she opted
for succeeded. -

John William died in 1952, Emma Jane survived him by seven years. She
died a comparatively wealthy woman, but urloved by her family, who had always
come second to her passion for money.

2. WALTER'S. FIRST SCHOOL.

I tend to have an inspiraticnal rather than z methodical approach to
family history. Following a hunch, golng off a a tangent, constructing
elaborate hypotheses ; these all capture my imagination much more than the
slow, progressive accumulation of data from sources such as parish registers.
0f course,much family history is akin to detective work and there is great
value in a systematic recording of all instances of a name in a whole range
of events; later, if only one ties in with information previously discovered,
the exercise has been worthwhile. Yet, I am sure that there is also room for
the creative side of family history.

Anyhow, the case of Walter Adams is a good example of my departing from
the conventional route and fgllowing up a particularly interesting branch of
the Adams tree - and being able to extend my knowledge of one aspect of loeal
and, indeed, national history.

An Upwardly Mobile Ancestor.

It was while going through the Rawmarsh Electoral Roll for 1868 at
Wakefield - just to see who might be there - that I was most surprised to
find my great grandfather's brother, William Adams, listed as an owner of
freehold houses and land. So far I had discovered mainly labourers and colliers
- this upwardly mobile stone mason was quite a revelation. Immediately I
dashed into the Deeds Registry - one of my favourite repositeries - and
quickly found details of the property and William's will. Later I discoverad
William had been responsible for literally putting our name on the map; Adams
Yard, at the corner of Chapel Street and New Street, existed until the

' 1960s yedevelopment of Rawmarsh., He had also become a grocer and draper by
the time of his death. In William's will I was most interested to read that
his son Walter was a schoolteacher in Norwich. As my son and I spend a week
&very year researching our Norfolk ancestors in Norwich Record 0ffice, then
it was obvious that some time would have to be devoted to. finding Walter.
Why is it that the best discoveries are made at the end of a session in a
record office? It was in the afternoon of the last day that he was finally
tracked down - in a list showing teachers paying superannuation (that is the -
creative approach!), and fortunately the log book of his school had been
deposited. I was able to discover when he started and when he left - to
bevome a headteacher of a school in Peterborough. This summer a visit to
Huntingdon is eagerly awaited, so that the log books that Walter wrote can

be studied.

" The Pdpil-Teacher System.

If I had not been so anxious to scribble down as much,as I could in the
1imifed time Temaining to me in Norwich, I would have discovered that Walter
(born on 4th September, 1871) had taught previously at Rawmarsh Board
School and had studied at Firth College. This I had to find out b? looking
at the log book of the Rawmarsh Central Council School in Netherfield Lane.
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I was doing this with no other purpose than curiosity.

Walter must have been a pupil at Netherfield Lane since he started school
- presumably because his parents were Methodists they preferred to send him
not to the nearby church school but the board school. He does not make an
appearance in the log book, however, until 1886 when he is shown as passing
in Arlthmetic: At this time he was a pupil-teacher and later he was to
bgcome an assistant master, before going to Firth College to be trained full
time. Then he returned hriefly, to Netherfield Lane as a Qualified assistant
before going to Morwich in 1898.

At Netyerfield Lane, as elsewhere at the end of the nineteenth century,
great rellance was placed on pupil-teachers - indeed it would have been
impessible to run the school without them. Today it seem incredible to us
that education should be entrusted to pupils as young as fourteen or fifteen,
but the pupil-teacher system - even though often criticized in offieial
teports -~ survived from 1846 until well into the 20th century. The quality
of the teaching must have varied considerably, and the Netherfield Lane log
book is full of complaints about the scholastic and teaching ability of the
pupil-teachers. I am glad to say that Walter does not feature at all in
that respect! Before pupil-teachers there had been the monitorial system,
which was clearly in the spirit of the new industrial age. It essentially
meant that one school master could control a whole sthool as long as the
work was carefully parcelled out amongst the monitors, -~ the most able pupils
= who in their turn gave instruction to small groups. The pupil-teacher A
scheme was a natural extension of this idea, though clearly an improvement.
It meant that selected able pupils were to be given training and education
in the school Cand certain schools like Netherfield Lane, were designated
pupil-teacher centres}, as well as being required to look after classes. In
more advanced areas the pupil-teachers would attend separate establishments
for instruction and undertake teaching practice in their elementary schools.
This does ' not seem to have been the case in Rawmarsh, where they stayed all
the time at Netherfield Lane. Special lessons for them were given outside
normal school times - there are instances of the headmaster complaining of
lateness for 7am lessons! At the end of three or four years the Queen's
Scholarship would be taken - Walter Adams passed his in 1891 - and then
further full~time education Would be undertaken. For Walter this meant four
years at one of the forerunners of Sheffield University. Firth College,
From 1891-95, Here he had a broad curriculum including his specialisms of
Maths and Sciences, but also French, Latin, English, Histery, Drawing and
Psychology. He also had school practice. He became a fully qualified (or
certificated as it was called) teacher in 1896, and later gained an external
BSc degree of the University of London. He was earning %80 per annum when
he rveturned to Netherfield Lane.

Such was the typical early career of a late nineteenth century teacher
and all knowledge of it was acquired easily from log books or was due to
the kind offices of the Honorary Archivist at Sheffield University, FPeter
Linacres, To me every mundane detail of Walter's career appearing in the log
book is of use, but inevitably the close study of the log book revealed much

more interesting material.
Minority Champion Removed.

In particular I have in mind an early case of assault on a te?cher. The
myth of a golden age in education certainly needs to be axploded!

When the Rawmarsh School Board was set up in 1870 one of its founders was
William Ping, who became neadmaster of Netherfield Lane School. He seemed
to have served the school well and through his writing in the log book he
comes across as a caring and compassionate teacher. Hig attempt to gure
truants and his concern for backward children are genuine. One particular
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entry recounting the use of a microscepe to examine frogs and other pond
creaFures shines ouk as an example of inspired work in an age which we
consider to be dominated by the three Rs, to the exclusion of all else.
However, it is clear that William Ping fell foul of the Board - ot rather
the "majority" interest - and was forced to seek another position. Here we
must reflect on local politics. The majority of the Board would have been
professional men, while the minority reptesented working elass interest. It
was indeed the members of the Labour Movement that were among the greatest
champions of School Boards, realising their chance for genuine local
democracy and the end of church-contrelled education. The Rotherham
Advertiser reported at length the tribute paid to William Ping when he
resigned, reluctantly, from the school at the end of October 1879. The
minority members weré the only ones-of the Board present, and the occasion
was used as a politieal platform to attack the penny-pinching of the
majority, and to wotider how standards could be upheld unless more money were
spent and teachers paid more. It is wvery interesting to note how some things
never change!

Knocked to the Ground.

The next head, William Veale, came in wikth the fierge determination to
raise standards. He complained in the log book of the total lack of
discipline, the roughness of the boys, the need to shout to make oneself
heard and the lack of a time table. In doing this he obviously upset the
minority of the Board, who refused to confirm his appointment. A letter to
them beginning “Gentlemen? was clearly not going to Testore peace. Indeed
matters soon turned ugly. Mr.Veale must have felt much of the population of
Rawmarsh and Parkgate was against him, and expressions of doubt about his
capability to run the school were circulating in the parish. William Veale
obviocusly had good grounds for suspecting one member of the minority, James
Hatfield, a miner, for he went to see his daughter Annie Hatfield, a
pupil~teacher in the Girls'-Department, and intimated that distespectEul
things were being said about him and this should stop. It was not long before
James Hatfield came intc the school and "knocked the headteachér to the
ground, accusing him of interfering with his .daughter! At the ensuing court
case there was no doubt about James Hatfield's guilt, but the fine of 40/ -
plus costs and the statement by the magistrate that the attack was not
entirely unprovoked put the matter into perspective.

- There is every evidence from the log book that Rawmarsh was a far From
genteel area at this time - hardiy surprising with a largely working class
population. Maintaining order and securing parental consent cammet have been
easy in any of the parish schools. There had ‘been no culture of compulsory
school attendance and ~ as the log book shows - truancy because of the
weather, feasts, illness and other Teasons was rife. William Veale had his
work cut out, but subsequent Inspectors' Reports and his own words show that
he did improve standards through sheer professionalism and despite local
politics. The sons of miners and metal workers were well educated. I like to
think that Walter Adams played no small part in this and that his few years
as pupil-teacher and assistant teacher in Rawmaxrsh were the start of a
successful career as a dedicated educator.

Charles Rollison Street, born ¢1793, has been an interesting but
difficult ancestor to research. Variations of his surname lead me to
suspect 1llegitimacy, as does his late baptism at the Cathedral when he is
stated as "Son of Elizabeth".

. ?pon his marriage at the Cathedral on 27 Dec 1815, to Elizabeth Richardson,
he is"Rollison Street", Cutler, yet the previous July he was the papermaker
at Wadsley Bridge.

The trade directories of 1817, 1825, 1828/30 1ist him as "Rollison" in
partnership with John Dickinson as table knife and razor manufacturers at
Whitecroft and Peacroft, home at Pyebank. In 1833/4 and 1837 he is listed
solely as "Rollison at, these trades, John Dickinson having gone his own
way.

In the 1841 census he was Charles Rollison, hardware warehousenan of
Trafalgar Street. In 1851, Charles Rollison, Clerk of Eyre Street.

"Rollison Street™ applies to baptisms and the marriages of his children.
If these problems were not enough his daughter, Emma, my G.G.Grandmother,
married George Dickinson, son of John, at Rotherham Parish Church in 1839.
It took me a few years to find out that George was not the son of the table
knife manufacturer but another John Dickinson.

So Charles Rollison Street was baptised late, he was literate and
affluent in his early life. Did he have a benefactor? Were his origins as
humble as I might think? The search continues for his father and I am
working on a lead that Charles was "Rollison" upon his death.
