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Catholic ‘Missions and Registers 1700-1880

During the 1700s persccution of Catholics died down and many priests
began 1o keep registers of their congregation. In the 1800s Catholic Missions were
cstablished in all the large industrial towns, many of them replacing the country-
house chapels of the gentry which had been the main centres of Catholicism in
most parts of the country since the Reformation.
In a series of six regional books Michae] Gandy, Chairman of the Catholic FHS,
gives details of every known mission and chaplaincy 1700-1880. As well as
register delails for baptism, marriage, confirmation and death he gives details of
copies and links each mission to its predecessors and to the great families who
supported them or the “riding missions™ of individual priests who travelled a
regular circuit lodging where they could.

SOCIETY MEETINGS

Meeting on 15 March 1993
The Spread of the Bagshaws

When Professor Newton staried to research the Bagshaws he soon began
to reatisc that the Bagshaws are very local. In his studics he was lucky in that
amongst the Bagshaws were Lwo families of landed gentry who were enemics.
Heralds® inspections and visitations recording the quarrels between the two
factions gave him much information about early times. He therefore concentrated
his research on later centurics.

All carly dociments show that the family were centred on Chapel en le
Frith, so they probably starled there. In the late 17th century 80% of Bagshaw
households were still within 20 miles of Chapel. Litile movement had occurred up
to then. Gradually the Bagshaws moved {rom Chapel. A concentration was noted
in Bakewell and more members in Flintshiré. There were no Bagshaws in the
hearth tax returns for Flintshire in the 17th century but in the 18th century
leadmining started in the county and so began a migration of leadminers, including
members of the Bagshaw family, to N. Wales. Another concentration of the family
was found in Pembrokeshire. Professor Newton has discovered whao went there but
not why they went. A branch of the family moved first to Shropshire, then to
Pembrokeshire and on to Merthyr Tydfil and Cardiff. In the early 20th century they
moved 1o Glougestershire.

In his research Professor Newton has noted.a change in the spelling of the
name: In the carly days the family name.was de Bagshawe. The ‘de’ was dlopped
and also the ‘e’. About 1830 to 1840 some Baushaw families started adding the ‘¢’
again. Samue! B'lgshaw who prodmed directories spelt his name without an ‘e’.
His brother Richard had "his first chlld reolstered without an, ‘e’ in thc parish
register but his second child had an ‘e’. His children continued to use an ‘e”. In the
mid 19th century there was a grow mg CONSCiousness of respeuabllny and therefore
an ‘¢’ was added wherever possible.

The Sheffield School. Board

For the final meeting of the winter season Ruth Harman gave a most
interesting talk to over 50 members on the history of the Sheffield School Board.
The inception of the board was in 1870 as a result of the Education Act of that
vear which made the school attendance for 5 to 13 year olds compulsory. Prior to
this act children were educaied during the evening as they were out at work all day.
Some of these schools survive to the present. The example located on Calver
Street is now a Public House, An lnqcr:puon on this building shows evidence of
its former use.

The first fourteen schools built under the act were de51gned by the
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architects Innocent and Brown. All the schools were of a similar exiravagant
design despite budget pressures, as at the present time! Innocent and Brown were
not retained after 1880.

Interesting points of note from the act were the complete segregation of
boys and girls, with separate entrances -as is still very much in evidence on the
surviving buildings, when their education commenced infants were allocated 18
inches of bench space and seniors 22 inches and physical education consisted solely
of marching. All order was maintained under a strict regime.

The talk was illustrated throughout by interesting and informative slides
of the schools built under the act. They brought forth frequent responses [rom
members, “I went there” or “ My father went there” etc.

Meeting on 17 May 1993
Yisit to- Sheffield :Cathedral

Mr Bill Ross, the Chief Verger, met about 35 of the Society’s members
for a guided tour of the cathedral, a building many may take for granted but which
has a history going back to the medieval peried. However, much of the labric was
rebuilt in the 18th and 19th centuries and significant changes made in the 20th
century were curtailed by the ontbreak of the Second World War. Much interest
was shown by the group in the Shrewsbury Chapel of the Earls of Talbot.

Rotherham Branch meeting 1 April 1993 )
The History of Rotherham Roads and Transport

In the Roman period roads in the Rotherham area were centred on the fort
al Templeborough. The major roads leaving the fort went NE to Doncaster -12
miles: SW to Brough (Navio) - 16 3/4 miles: S to Chesterfield - 13 miles: E 0
Littleborough - 25 miles. Maps were shown to illustrate the routes and stides gave
instances of where these roads survive.

During the Anglo-Saxon period roads developed and became more
sophisticated. Charters mention a variety of roads showing their importance. In
pre-conquest days millstones, timber, salt, iron, bells and pots were moved up to
80 miles. By iate Anplo-Saxon times it was possible to transport by land almost
anything that could be transported before the 18th century.

After the Norman Conquest new roads were needed to serve the new
mediaeval towns. It became accepted that the road should be wide enough for two
wagons to pass or 16 knights to ride abreast. A common sight on the roads at this
time would be noble lords moving between castles and bishops and their retinues,
This was the age of the building of castles, religious houses and churches. Tons of
stone and timber were moved by road. Generally this was done in the summer
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because in winter many roads became impassable. Slides were shown of mediacval
bridges, of which Rotherham’s Chanlry bridge is a [ine examplc,

The great age of the horse-drawn carriage was the stagecoach period.
Slides were shown of coaches and coaching inns. With the coming-of the postal
service Rotherham became a post town {1720). Maps of the period by John Ogilby
{1675y and John Warburion (1718) were shown.

Slides were used to illustrate the turnpike roads and the saltways and the
surviving toll houses and milestones.

Finally the period of mechanisation was shown.

Neither can a death of Emma be located between 1874 and 1885. However, Fred
gives his father’s name on his marriage certificate in 1895 at Fleetwood as
Benjamin and occupation as railway porter. Could someone please scan both the
1881 and 1891 censuscs for the Sheffield area in the hope of finding at lcast
Benjamin?

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FRIGHTFUL WIFE MURDER IN SHEFFIELD

Mr R.L.Cunningham, whilst transcribing the 1881 Census for Sheffield
came across the following eniry. *149 Leadmill Road. Uninhabited, Where the
Sheffield murder was committed. 26 / 3 / 81.” Curious to find out more Mr
Cunningham looked up the relevant newspaper film at the Local Studies Library
and found an account of the event in the Shefficld Telegraph for 26 March 1881

In Leadmill Road lived James Hall aged 55, a spring knife cutler with his
wife Mary Ann aged 48 and his unmarried daughter Selina aged about 24. On the
day in question James, whilst drunk, murdered his wife with a hatchet and attacked
his daughter when she returned home accompanied by her fiance Richard
Duckenfield. Henry Mossley and Heary Merrill of Matilda Street and William
Wentworth of Fornham Strect helped Richard Duckenfield to overpower the
murderer. Police Constable Crowe, on duty at St. Mary’s Road heard the cries of
“Help” and “Murder™.

The newspaper account describes the event in full and grisly detail.

THE SHEVVILD CHAP

To help in our research into the hiétory of my mother’s family we are
very fortunalte 1o have a little book entitled “The Sheftield Dialect” written by Abel
Bywater, who was imy great, great grandfather. He was a very colourful character
who lived all his life in Sheffield between 1795 when he was born until his death
in 1873. For many years he contributed articles to local papers under the
pseudonym of “The Shevvild Chap”, these articles being written in the Sheffield
dialect. He also published some of his wntmgs in pamphlet form, but from a
family history point of view the “Memoir” written by (we think) his son-in-law,
Albert Middleton, at the beginning of the book has provided us with not only a
wealth of information of dates, addresses and details of his refations which have
proved invaluable in researching this branch of the family, but also an insight into
the character of the man himsclf,

In another book, also in our possession, entitled “Methodlsm in Sheffield
Park™ he is described as being appointed leading singer at the Park Chapel in 1832
at a salary of £5 p.a.,and on a visit to Kelham Island Museum we came across a
poster advertising 4 firework display given by Mr. Abel Bywater - clearly a man
with 2 versatile turn of mind. To illustrate this it is worth quoting excerpts from
Mr. Middleton’s Memoir as follows:-

“The subject of this memoir was born at Broad Lane, Shefficld, in the
month of August, 1795, and was the son of George Bywater, tailor, and local
preacher amongst the “Independents” of that town. At the age of twenty, Abel
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began to show great debative powers, and loved to revel in metaphysical and
physical subjects, and demonstrated such problems in relation to the soul and
body, which so astonished his father, that he advised him to give up such intricate
subjects. He, however, had a great thirst for them, and, from that time to his death,
nothing delighted him more than a conversation on ontology, or the science of
being and not being, cause and effect, &c; and many happy hours have been
beguiled away between him and myself on these and other subjects on religion and
things relating thereto.He had such a hatred of Popery, Ritualism and Jesuitism,
that he wrote with great force a series of letters in the “Taocsin”, exposing the
trickeries and fallacies of such beliefs.”

“There is an impression amongst the public that Mr. Bywater was
originally a grinder, but this impression is not correct, as he was apprenticed to an
awl blade maker, and through that trade he was constantly thrown amongst them;
and this was the reason he knew the habits of them so well. When Mr. Bywater
attained his majority, he entered the employ of Mr. Greaves, Broad Street, Park,
with whom he stayed a number of years, his employer having such confidence in
him, that he allowed him to go on journeys seeking orders, and collecting moneys
for the same. This was a time when railways were not in vogue; therefore, he had
to do duty on horseback, and on stage-coaches, as occasion required. It was at Mr.
Greaves’ that he met his wife, in the person of Miss Hannah Fletcher - daughter of
Mr Jarvis Fletcher, of this town - who shared his joys and griefs for a period
extending over fifty-five. years, and still survives him. Mr. Greaves giving up the
line of business that he was engaged in, and Mr. Bywater being of great studious
habits, having through those'studies acquired a Ln'cm"!edge of drugs and their uses,
he entered that profession, and about 35 years.age, began business as a dmggtst n
Arundel Street, where he succeeded, and afterwards added another shop to hlS
business, in Ecclesall Road, both of whlch he camed on urml his decease”.

“Tt was through the instrumentaiity of James Monlgomery, Esq., and Mr.
Blackwell, the respective editors of the Sheffield Iris, that he published the
Annuals. About the year 1859 he was honoured with,a. visit from “Prince Lucien
Buonaparte”, who desired him (o translate the “Songs of Solomon” into the
Sheffield dialect for him.This he did, and was favoured with a dozen copies from
the Prince. He, however, when he saw them, regretted having reduced them to such
a ridiculous appearance.

His writings would with great dlfflculty be collected, as they exiend over
such a number of years, and many of them appeared in The Sheffield Examiner,
The Courant, and The Iris. In addition to his capabilities as a writer, he was an
accomplished singer, also a good reader of music, and acted as leader at several
different chapels. He. like his father, was a Dissenter, and belonged to the
Independent body. His brother, however, the Rev. Alfred Bywater, belonged to the
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Methodist New Connection.

He was a Liberal in politics, and took a great interest in the election of
Mr. A.J.Mundella for the borough of Sheffield, in 1868, and also in the reforms
which the Gladstone administration carried out. In the latter part of his life he was
obliged to give up writing the Annuals, through an internal affliction which
prevented him [rom taxing his mind heretofore, and live in the quietude which a
long and active life deserves, and was able o look back on a life in which he
endeavoured to leave the world better than he found it. His reason was with him to
the last, and only two or three days before his death, he and myself were discussing
the orthodoxy of a sermon which appeared in the papers, on the death of Dr. Sale.
His career closed on the 10th. October, 1873, at the ripe age of 78 years, when he
expired in the Christian hope. He was interred at the Sheffield General Cemetery
on the 15th instant, leaving a wife, two sons, and five daughters to mourn the loss
of an affectionate husband and father. On the following year, his youngest and only
unmarried daughter joined her beloved father.in that home where there is no
separation and no more SOFTow. .

He belonged to no clique; he copied no one’s manner; his style of thought
and expression, his choice and trecatment of subjccts his metaphors and
ﬂlustrauons were all self -originated, and his own.’

Albert Middleton.
Sheffield, October, 1877.

Although this book gives us details of Abel Bywatcr s immediate family, - -

we have so far been unable to trace details of the marriages of any of his children,
except Hannah, who was my great grandmother. We are most anxious to do so as
we have several family names such as Middieton, Worster, Jones and Reoch which
we are unable 1o fit into our family tree, but are convinced they must be descended

from Abel’s children. Il anyone reading this can help us, "it would be greatly - .

appreciated.

Dear Great-great-great-granddaughter,

Fancy hearing from you afler all these years! [ never thought you'd be so
interested in me. After all, I’m a very ordinary woman - just getting along as best 1
can like all the other women around here.

Actually, today is one of my few days of idleness. Yesterday, 1 gave birth
to my sixth child - another girl. 1 kad hoped for a boy - life is so hard for girls -
the men seem to have it easier. Or do they? I'm not altogether sure about that. We
girls are all brought up with the idea that we must find a husband by hook or by
crook. It’s a disgrace to be ‘left on the shelf”. And then what happens? All we get
is another child almost every year. It’s a wearying business and no way of avoiding
it, like the ‘magic’ method I understand you have in the 1990°s. So here [ am,
lying in my warm and comfy feather bed, with my new little one lying by my
side, (bless her, even if she is just ancther one 1o feed and clothe), and thinking
about you. I must make Ihe most of it,asina day or two, I shall be up and back
to the daily toil.

Parson has called to sce'me, to-arrange about the baby’s christening and
my churching. When I told him. about you he was only too pleased to write this
letter for me. I’ ve never learnt to read and-write, myself:

I wonder how you found out that I’m- your "Great-great-great-grandmother.
You seem to be very sure about it - and I can’t even work-out which of my four
surviving children you are descended from. Or perhaps. i’s one of ny yet unborn
children. Someétimes I dread to think of: -how many more'~ I'm 0n13 in my 30s, so
I have many years of a,hlid-beanng before-me vet.

I understand you,went to, I.,ondon 10) fmd out about me. Fancy them
knowing about me in London! I know lhat Parson wrote our names in his book
when we got married, and again eery ume,he_ christens one of our children, but
London! Well! That's where the Queen livés, isn’t it?2've never.been more than
half a dozen miles from here. I’ve heen !\cpt oo busy fo go any farther, cven if I’d
wanted to.

What is it that you want me to. tell you about mysell? I’m not famous.
I've never done anything special, anything brdve or exciling or even different. The
most memorable day of my life was when . married your Great-great-greai-
grandfather. All our family, relations and friends came to the church and wished us
well. Y our Great-great-great-grandfather was a handsome upstanding young fellow
in those days. Since ther he scems to have aged a lot. He works long hours to earn
enough to feed all these hungry mouths. I only hope he keeps his heafth and
strength. The thought of what would happen if he could not work frightens me to
death!

Well, Parson is fidgeling - it’s time for him 10 go, so I shaill have to
finish my letter. Do be careful if you have to go to London again - the roads are
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not very safe, It's nice to know that you are inierested in us here, and I hope I have
told you all you wanted to know. [ send you my very best wishes for the future.

PROJECT ON MAXIMAL LENGTH OF LIFE

The following letier was written by Miss Julia Hynes, Research Assistaml and
Secretary 1o the above project It appeared in Vol. 24. No. 5 of the Genealogisis’
Magazine. Our thanks are given to the Genealogists' Magazine for pernission ro
publish the letter.

The Maximal Length of Life project of the Ageing Unit of The
Cambridge Group for the History of Population and Social Structure has recently
secured funding from the Wellcome Trust. With this new Jease of life and a
research assistant devoted to the project, we are pow in a position to make a
renewed appeal for verified information on exceptionally long lived persons.

To establish a really reliable curve ol deaths at these ages we have set out
to collect as many examples as we can possibly find of persons surviving at least
to the age of 80 years. Our earlier sample of those dying at 85 and over has proved
exceedingly useful. The accumulation of such evidence is the only way of creating
a picture of the numbers and age distribution of the very elderly in the past, and
their maximal Iength of life. Comparison with the situation as it is toda)} is of
great importance and interest. Misinformation on this subject is, unfortunately,
exceedingly common, especially exaggeration of ages and false claims to have
attained 100. We arc therefore seeking data authenticated by documentary evidence,
* such as copies of birth / burial records or knowledge of the source of youl6
information, for, people living at least until the age of 80. Such documented
" information would be welcomed for individuals at any time, any place and any
country in the past, up until the present. But, the carlier the better!

We believe this 1o be a unique opportunity for family historians and
genealogists to help in an important scientific inquiry which can proceed in no
other way. We look forward to analysing your replies. Could you please address

COMMENTS AND DIARY EXCERPTS ABHOUT J LEHIS WALTON'S 1914 VISIT TO ENGLAND

In "Some Family History with a Yorkshire Kidnapping® [J Sheffieid and
District FHS, 96, 10(4), 1990] brief reference was made to J Lewis Walton,
or Uncle Lewis, going to England in 1914 on the RMS Orsova and being based
in New Maiden, SRY with his daughter-in-law Maggie, wife of his eldest son
J Lewis Walton. This son used to sign himself as "Loo" when writing, for
instance, to his youngest brother "Ern" in New Zealand.

When Uncle Lewis arrived at Tilbury on 23 May., Loo was in Kenya where
he was a mining engineer. He is shown there with his staff in Figure 1.
Regrettably, contact with Loo's descendants has been lost.

For the first two weeks Uncle Lewis,.aged 65, was in England he had a
severe cold. In the following Few weeks guiet days were Interspersed with
'essgﬁtially being a tourist in London which meapt he saw the King drive
from Buckingham Palace to St James Palace with the Horse Guaxds, visited
the Royal Academy of Arts, watched the tropping of the colours at the Horse
Guards Parade, and so on. It was also during this period that he joined
the Malden Bowling Club., T .

On Saturday 11 July, Uncle Lewis and Maggie left for a full week spent
mainly in Yorkshire. This was the first of three pilgrimage like visits he
made to his home county and edited diary notes for this period as follow
provide something of a window into the past.

Saturday 11 July: Haggie and T left Malden about l0am for Waterloo
Station, London. Took motor car for the Great Central Station, left

at 12.20 per train for Penistone, via Nottingham and Sheffield, arriving
Penistone about 5pm. Hiss Louisa Smith met us at station with a trap
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and conveyed us to Bullace Grange at Thurlstone.

Sunday 12 July: Drove to Congregational church and heard [blank]
preacher. Enjoyed it very much. Had dinner, tea and suppef at John
Thomas Smith residence.

Monday 13 July: Mr and Mrs John Thomas Smith, Mrs Wm Smith, Maggie and I
went in a four wheeler to my native village, Thurgoland, and saw the old
house T was born in. T knew it at once, although the surrouvndings had
altered somewhat. We then went to the old Green Moor Chapel and Sunday
Schoel that I used to attend in my youth. Saw several old men that
remembered my father as well as me. We alsc went into the new church
that was bullt a few years ago, then, we went over the big hill and down
to Stocksbridge where we saw both of the houses we lived in some years
later. We left this town for NZ when I was 16 years of age only a few
months off 50 years ago. We also called in at a very old farm house Lo
see an cld lady who lived at our house as a girl. She remembered me
very well and was very pleased indeed to see me once more.

We a2lso went around by Langsett and saw the very large dam that supplies
Sheffield with water. That sight itself was well worth coming a long
way to see.

We landed back at Thurlstone about 7pm and went to Mr J T Smith's house
where we had our photes taken in several different parts of their
beautiful garden.

Finished up with a game of high-low jack, Pedro game and lunch on the
laun before dark. ‘Then, we walked home to Bullace Grange, Mrs Wm
smith's residence, where we are staying for a few days.

This has been a real red letter day. T have seen many beavtiful places
since landing in England six weeks ago but none has touched my heart
like the sights of today, they being those sights of my early childhood,
and have brought back many incidents I had Forgotten. But how few
people are left that I used to know. Found one old lady., a Mrs
Charlsworth, who used to live next door to me at Thurgoland. She and T
vere playmates and tomorrow I am going to have a good long talk to her
about o0ld times when we were about ten years old.

We ecalled at a stone guarry at the bottom of Well Hill; asked a man if a
distant relation of mine was working there. A man told us that “"the
Friday befere a stun~tumiled ata bank and knocked im Intet oyel."* A
crawler went one day and told old Sammy Fox that one of his men was
asleep when he ought to have been abk work and Sammy repiied "Well he's
worth more asleep than thar art when th'art °'waken”.

Tuesday 14 July: Called on my old friend and playmate of 50 years ago,
Mrs Charlsworth, and had a long talk about old times. She gave me some
family history.

My mother's mother died when my mother was quite a baby. oOne or both of
her parents were Roman Catholie and her father decided to put her in a
convent to bring her up when her grandfather Mate by some means
kidnapped her then brought her to a place called Langsett where she was

brought up by him to the Protestant Religion.

The history of the Mates of Yorkshire is very interesting. A long time
ago when the Kings used to impriscen their nearest friends for political
offences there were two strange gentlemen came up Into Yorkshire and
lived upon the Moors. Wwhen anyone asked them their names they aiways
answered: they vere two mates and stuck to that name but were supposed
to be men of high rank in hiding.

Hednesday 15 July: Went through the wiremiil belonging to Mr Granvill
Smith - noting the new and improved method used to draw steel wvire.
Some of the new machines can do the work of 20 men. Had our photos
taken with old friends of 50 years ago, some having travelled some
distance to see me.

We took a trap and went for a long drive acress the Yorkshire Moors.

Had tea in the middile of the Moors at a very large, old and lovely hotel
called the George and Dragon. The party numbered ten besides the
driver. We dined on Yorkshire ham and eggs, the quantity consumed being
enormous, our appetites having been sharpened by the bracing ajr of the
Moors. - .. -

This has been another red letter day to me. The friends have been
extremely kind, treatiﬂh_me right regally, as .Yorkshire folk know so
well how to do. The party consisted of Nrs Wm Smith Senr (wine hostess)
and her daughter Gertrude, Mr J T Smith and his good wife (his second)
and his daughter--Mrs Batty, Mrs Chérlsuotthf Mrs Granvill Smith and her
little son, Willlam Lewis (Smith)*, Maggie "and myself. We went to the
North end of the three mile tunnél - one of the best days I ever spent
in my life. . .

Thursday I6 July: Maggie, Miss Ann smith and .7 left Penlstone per train
for Sheffield. Spent two hours looking around, took a Midland train for
Edale to visit Maggle's aunt. Edale is situated in Derbyshire. Tt was
3 lovely ride and we passed.througp some .jovely country. Maggie's uncle
manages 750 acres of landy mest of it very hilly, reaching rlght up to
the Moorlands. . "" ) ST

Friday 17- July: Maggie's uncle, Wis son and T"each took a staff, then
went to the top of a high hill, about 1000 ft. high. Tt was a bit foggy
with a 1ittle }ight rain. We lookeéd at the sheep as we went along,
finding one wokried by dogs and dead, also two suffering from footrot
and guite lame. . .

Miss Smith left us at nooh fér Edale station on her way home to
Penistong, via Sheffield. Had 3 good sleep in the afternoon by the
fire. After tea we all tdck a long walk around a country lane and
gathered some lovely wild flowers. Got hépe by dark at 9.15pm.

Played cards until 12pm. Auntie read prayers and we retired 'to bed at
12.45, :

There's two things especlally good at this farm, the cream and the
spring water. Here, as elséwhere, we have been treated royally and we
both feel very much refreshed by the pure air of these hountainous
regions.

* Arthur, his younger brother, has given the name as "William Wordsworthn
Smith (Personal communjication, W J Garrett, Paddington, NSW, Jan 1991).
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Saturday 18 July: We left farm at 2.00pm walking 1% miles to Edale
station, then left there by .train for Sheffleld, arriving at a guarter
to four pm after spending a delightrul two days in the hilly lands of
berbyshire. Left Sheffield at 5 to 5pm in a gquick train, arriving at
Great Central Station, London, at 15 to 9. Wenk by underground tube to
Waterloc Station thence by train to Malden, arriving about 10pm after
spending week in my own native air.

After arriving in Penistone on Saturday 1} July Uncle Lewis and Maggie
were taken to Bullace Grange, Thurlstone by Miss Louisa Smith who s known
to be a daughter of lrs Wm Smith, hostess of the tvwp visitors to Yorkshire.
As will be apparent from the foregoing, a number of photographs were taken
of people who gathered at Bullace Grange on the cccasion of Uncle Lewis's
visit. One of these photographs is reproduced in Figure 2.

It is now realized that, apart from Uncle Lewis and Maggie, Figure 2
shows a group of Smiths, comsisting of Mrs Wm Smith, three of her children
including twins {Gertrude and Granville) and two of her late husband's
sisters, Mrs Batty and Mrs Charlesworth.® The latter were two of thirteen
children @iscussed more fully in anotber article entitled "John Smith
Family of Thurgoland, Contemporaries of the Walton Emigrants to Auckland”
[ sheffield and District FHS, 97, 12(4), 1992].

Mrs Batty was Julia Ann Smith, tenth child of John Smith, and her
husband was Wiltiam; Mrs Charlesworth was Martha, fourth child of John
smith. John Thomas Smith, mentioened first on Sunday 12 July, lived within
easy walking distance of Bullace Grange and was the seventh child of John
Smith. J T Smith's grocery and drapery shop prior te 1911 in Thurlstone is
shown in The Penistene Scene, compiled by R ¥ Brownhill, p60 {1987), Bridge
Publications, Penistone. This alsc shows Penistone Station about 1910,
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On 14 July Uncle Lewis wrote of learning from Mrs Charlesworth, whem
he would have known as Martha Smith when they were children and 1ived next
door to each other in Thurgoland, abeut his mother having a "grandfather
Mate™ with whom she lived at Langsett. Uncle Lewis also noted on the back
of a photograph {Fig. 2) that these Smiths were relations of the Mates and
in adéition wrote on this subject again in a long 29 July letter to "Ernn.
At present it has not been possible to discover anything more specifie on
the relation of either Uncle Lewis's mother, born Mary Ann Blyde, or the
John Smith family to the Mates. One pussibility seems to be that Mrs
Charlesworth might have heard this bit of family history through either her
mother, born Ann Jagger*, or her Smith grandmother, born Julia Broadbent*,

When Uncle Lewis and Maggie left Fenistone on Thursday 16 July they
were accompanied by Miss Annie Smith on a visit to Maggie's uncle and aunt
in Edale, DBY, near The Peak west of Sheffield. About three weeks later on
Saturday 8 August "Bert and Sis", apparently Maggie's brother-in-law and
sister, accompanied Uncle Lewis as far as Sheffield and also went to Edale
while Gncile Lewis went on to Penistone for a sectnd visit, as he noted in
the following: !

Saturday 8 August: Left London with Bert and Sis by Midland Station for
Sheffield. From there they went to Edale and I for Penistone by G Cent
Railway arriving at Mrs Smith's about tea-time. °

Sunday 9 August: Louisa, Mrs W Smith, Aunt Bella ang T went by trap to

see Aunt Batty and Uncle William. Mr Batty, Louisa and T went to Green
Moor Chapel in afternoon, had tea at Aunt Batty's, left about Jo'clock,
picked up the trap and the other two ladies, reaching Bullace Grange at
dark. Rained all gay.

Monday 10 August: Fiddled about all morning, went to Uncle Oliver's for
tea with Louisd in the afterncon - spent a very pleasant evening there.

Tuesday 11 August: Uncle Oliver took mé to Ecclesfield to see more of
the Baker's doz. and a rare jolly time - had. Uncle Joseph took me
through Ecclesfield 01d Church, buflt 1200 years.ago.

¥Wednesday 12 August: Went with Mr JKT Smith to Penistone bowling green
in the morning and_afternqonﬁ This greén {s cailed a Crown green and I
found it a bit difficult to get on the jack. Eadies and gentilemen play.

Thursday 13 August: Left Penistone about 10.00am for Sheffield and left
there by Scotch express at 12.58 noon. Had a splendid trip up to
Glasgow, arriving at 6.45pm. Put up at Dluncan's Temperance Hotel, 59
Union St., Glasgow. Had tea and walked the streets until 10.00pm. Was
struck with the jelly, laughing, merry, healthy Scottish giris.
Everybody here seems to be as happy as sandrho}s; Wirote three letters,
one to Maggie. one to Gert Smith and one to Wm McLean. Cahme here by the
Midiand Railway via Huddersfield and didn’} 'have to change carriages.
Retired to my bedroom (No. 4} at 10pm thoroughly tired. Had dinner at
THCA, Sheffieid. . : .o

All
the named witnesses are listed below with place of work and age, if
recorded. Where no age IS given the witness is presumably an aduit.
