COMPUTER AND INTERNET NEWS

Family History & The Email Virus.

Over the last few months a number of viruses have been travelling
rapidly around the Internet via email.

Qur first reaction on receiving a virus is usually anger; we tend to
assume that the virus has been sent to us as an act of malice. This is often
not the case; if you are untucky enough to receive a virus there is a very
good chance that it has come from an email address listed in the address
book of yvour email software program. (Someone you know) You will
probably have been sent the virus because the sender is totally unaware
that their computer has been infected.

The computers in our house are protecied by Norton Antivirus but
to my horror one of these nasty little menaces managed to slip through
the Antivirus protection and invade our computer. The virus arrived in the
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form of an email attachment from a friend. Because I knew the sender I
opened the email. Unfortunately this unleashed the virus enabling it to -
change my compufer setiings within windows 98. But, worst of all, it
enabled the virus to forward itself in the form of a friendly email to all the
email addresses in my Outlook Express address book the next time we
logged on to the Internet.

This resulted in a mad phone-round to as many people in my
address book as possible warning them not to open any emails received
from my computer within the previous 24 hours. (I was unaware at this
time of the damage limitations of the virus.)

Many of the viruses doing the rounds at the moment are called
"Trojans”, These viruses do very little damage to your computer other
than alter your computer settings. Their aim is to invade as many
computers as possible to gather information for use by an unknown
source, in particular Credit Card and Banking details.

For anyone regularly using email in the course of their research it is
important to protect their computer with an up to date Antivirus program
(Norton Antivirus 2002 can be purchased on the high street for around
£40)

Anyone who uses the internet without the protection of an
Antivirns program runs the risk of serious damage to their computer as
well as causing harm to the computers of their many email contacts.

Many of us send and receive large numbers of emails with
attachments during the course of our research but rather than rushing to
open every email we receive to gain those vital family history clues it is
worth taking a little time to ask the sender if they meant to send you this
email. If the sender does not reply then DO NOT open the email or its
attachment. Delete it from your computer.

If you do receive a virus via email, deal with it carefully as
instructed by your Antivirus maintenance program. Most Antivirus
programs will connect you to a web site where you will find details of all
new viruses and how to deal with them. It is worth emailing the sender
with a polite message pointing out that their computer has a virus.

Domestic Servants in 1891,

My article about domestic servants in Rotherham in 1891 was
printed in the Autumn 2001 issue of ‘“The Flowing Stream’, and included
a list of domestic servants, many of whom gave Sheffield and
surrounding districts as their place of birth. "ve often wondered if such
lists have been of use to members of the society. The answer is ‘yes”.

Two members have contacted me requesting further information
after spotting a ‘lost’ grandmother/great-grandmother on the list.
Reflecting the personal opinion in my article, both comespondents said
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they had found a similar reluctance on the part of their female relatives to
admit to being thus employed. (One great grandmother said she had been
a governess). I think many amateur genealogists may discover domestic
servants somewhere on their ‘tree’.

Collapse of School Wall: Dolly Bloch Memoirs

Some many months ago I asked if anyone could identity a collapse
of a school wall in Hoyle Street in about 1886 to which the writer of the
Memoirs that I am editing refers. Dolly was writing about an event when
she was eleven. “One afternoon the children in Hoyle Street School were
playing at afternoon recess when one of the walls caved in and buried
and maimed nearly two hundred children. No one ever knew or found out
whether the wall had collapsed of its own weight or if an explosion had
occurred. The tragic event was too horrible to mention for the whole
neighbourhood in that district was suddenly bereaved; children of
parents, brothers’ and sisters’ children and neighbours.” It brought a nil
response. I have recently been able to discover the following which is
written in foot note form fo the Memoirs, which may be of interest to
Sheffield Historians. If anyone knows what the game of “Salvation
Army” was, please tell me.

“No trace of a collapse of a school wall and certainly none of St
Philip’s School has been found but shortly before 5 o’clock on
Wednesday, 25-Aug. 1886 (per The Sheffield Daily Telegraph and The
Sheffield and Rotherham Independent) a warehouse wall (ai the side of
Messrs Doncaster & Sons of Doncaster Street) collapsed under the weight
of iron bars stacked inside against the wall into Matthew Street - which
runs from behind the school parallel to Floyle Street. The infant school in
Hoyle Street had a doorway into Matthew Street, and many of the
children came out that way. At least eight children who were playing in
the street were crushed to death and others injured. The event took up
many columns of the newspapers over three days and was certainly a
most traumatic event for the populace of Sheffield and particularly for the
Bloch family and its neighbours. Had the wall collapsed a day earlier
many more children would have been killed since over a hundred were
playing “Salvation Army” (whatever game that may have been) at the
same spot. No 3 Hoyle Street (where the Bloch family lived) was
perhaps less than 100 yards from the front entrance of the school but
much  further to reach the Maifthew Street entrance.”

May I express again my thanks for your help. You might be
interested to know about the fate of the search fees (charged for the
Yorkshire Family History Biographical Database). Yorkshire Family
History is a non-profit making organisation: in the past year the surplus
after paying postage and a small secretarial cost has paid for an M.A. and
a Ph.D. bursary in medieval history, for the salary of a Research Fellow
to produce the York version of the Historic Towns Atlas, for the publi-
cation costs of York’s medieval rent rolls and for the costs of producing a
microfilm of the Fabric Rolls of York Minster from 1360 to 1660. The
last two contain an enormous amount of genealogical information and
will be of great help to family historians..

T have been researching in Nottinghamshire for many years and have
accumulated quite a pile of aids, lists, indexes etc. and would like to offer
a search of these for other members on receipt of an SAE. Most of the
records are from the Nottinghamshire Family History Society and include
Notts. Marriage index (Northern parishes) L to Q up to 1699, J to Z 1700
to 1753, 1841 Census surname index, again mainly northern parishes and
the Notts. Protestation Returns 1641-42 which includes three nearby
parishes in Derbyshire.

1881 Census Transcription Errors

Further to the letter from C. Atkin (Vol. 22, No.4) where ATKIN is
given as ALKIN, this is a very common error. The letter ‘t” was usually
left uncrossed in 19th century handwriting but even so an experienced
transcriber can tell the difference between a *t* and an ‘1’ because the ‘t’
will be dead straight whereas the ‘I’ will have a loop at the top and a
curve at the bottom. Unfortunately the 1881 Census CD transcription was
done by many inexperienced transcribers who confused these two and
several other pairs of letters (such as ‘g” and ‘y’, ‘¢’ and ‘e’, capital ‘M’
and ‘W, ‘K’ and ‘R”).

As a result there are hundreds, possibly thousands, of transcription
errors in the 1881 Census CD-ROM. This is bad enough but the real
shame is that there is no procedure whereby transcription errors can be
reported to the publishers for correcting in future editions.

1881 Census Transcription Errors

Further to the letter from C. Atkin (Vol. 22. No.4) where ATKIN is
given as ALKIN, this is a very common error. The letter ‘t’ was usually
left uncrossed in 19th century handwriting but even so an experienced
transcriber can tell the difference between a ‘t” and an ‘I” because the ‘t’
will be dead straight whereas the ‘1’ will have a loop at the top and a
curve at the bottom. Unfortunately the 1881 Census CD transcription was
done by many inexperienced transcribers who confused these two and
several other pairs of letiers (such as ‘g’ and ‘y’, ‘¢’ and ‘¢’, capital ‘M’
and ‘W’, ‘K’ and ‘R’).

As a result there are hundreds, possibly thousands, of transeription
errors in the 1881 Census CD-ROM. This is bad enough but the real
shame is that there is no procedure whereby transcription errors can be
reported to the publishers for correcting in future editions.

If you can’t find someone who should appear in the 1881 census,
use the Advanced Search function (available in the Neighbours function
using the Viewer V 3.0) where you can do keyword searches without
having to enter a surname.

Note from our Projects Co-ordinator, Heather Gillott:

Whenever transcribing takes place, errors will cccur. Enumerators
and clerics all had their own individual styles of writing, which in some
cases are aimost illegible, plus some of their spellings of surnames was
most unusual, (For example, in the 1881 census, my Ellingworth family
are to be found as Hellingworth.) Also, marks and ink blobs obliterate
fetters.

The projects undertaken by our Society are done by volunteer
members, all of whom are very comscientious both in transcribing and
checking (twice). Even so, we accept that due to human error, some
mistakes will still appear. OQur website lists errors that are found and sent
to us.

Meeting on Monday 17 Sept. 2001
From the Cradle to the Grave — Marriages

Wendy Weston made a welcome second visit to explain the law
with regard to marriages. She pointed out that in order to look at the
indexes in Repister Offices it is necessary to know the church at which
the ceremony took place as each church is indexed separately and only
the indexes are open for inspection.

The Registrar has to ask if the marriage can take place and during
the ceremony the door must not be locked in case there is an impediment.
Marriages can only take place between 8 am and 6 pm and must be in a
building registered for marriages. Hotels and other buildings have to be
sanctioned by registration inspectors,

For a church wedding banns are read for three consecutive Sundays
in the parishes of both parties, the Minister alone being responsible but
there is a move afoot to change this so the preliminaries for marriage are
through the registrar. Notice to marry is posted on the Register office
notice board for 21 days and a venue cannot be changed once notice has
been given. Banns are not read in Free or Roman Catholic Churches.
Miilitary Chapels and Churches work under the same rules as any other.

There are rules about the recording of a marriage to ensure
accuracy. No person should go on a certificate until the ceremony has
taken place and special registration ink should be used — not biro! If the
register is filled in before the ceremony takes place it could be incorrect.
The onus is on the couple being married to check the entry. Now it is very
important to ensure consistency in the registration service, so, unlike in
the past, the wording is laid down. Of interest for the future there is a
move afoot to include the mother’s name in the father’s name column.

One record of a marriage is kept at the church, the other is sent to
the Registrar and errors in the record are the most difficult to change. Of
special relevance to us was the fact that nothing can be assumed in a copy
of an entry. If, for example, the date is omitted it is because it was not on
the original. Before registration marriage outside the Church of England
was not recognised.

Although much of what was said by Wendy described what
happens now it emphasised how many pitfalls there are and why
recordings in the past pose problems for us today.

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Meeting on 15 October 2001
The 1901 Census

Gill Briscoe began by providing some background information to
the taking of the census in Britain. After Domesday, there had been only
two other counts of the population. Britain lagged behind many of the
European states which had started conducting censuses in the mid 17th
century. By 1798 the sharp rise in the population of England and Wales
coupled with bad harvests urged the government to start the process for a
national census. The questions posed on each census illustrate the
concerns of the period, and as the years have progressed, the questions
have become more involved.

Many family historians will be familiar with the problem of
locating ancestors who moved around, and this may well have
encouraged family history societies from the mid 1970’s to become
involved in indexing the censuses. At the outset there was no agreed
format for these indexes, with the result that some societies provide a
surname index by township/village, others provide surname, age and
place of birth only and others do an alphabetised transcript of the full
entry (c.f. our own project on the 1891 census).

In the 1990s there was a joint project between the FFHS and the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints (LDS) to transcribe the 1881
census for the whole of the country. The reasons that 1881 was chosen
were twofold - 1881 was a generation on from 1851 and very little work
had been done on the 1881 census at the time. It was a mammoth effort
and took 5 years to complete. However the product has been an asset to
many researchers. The 1891 census was released on fiche and was
relatively cheap and available for purchase. Meanwhile the years went on.
Family history became more popular and the demands on the FRC in
London have grown to the stage where it is projected that the premises
will not be large enough to cope with demand by 2003 even without the
availability of the 1901 census.

One petceived solution was to make the census available over the
internet so that the demands could be satisfied at a distance, DERA (now
QinetiQ) won the contract and the work on the transcription began. The
transcription had to cover the whole of the country for the operation to
succeed. As has been reported elsewhere the work was undertaken by
prisoners, with the exception of the Welsh part of the census which was
transcribed by Welsh speakers in the Philippines. The census was indexed
and checked twice and is 1.5 million pages long. All of the images have
been digitised and the user should be able to download the image of the
page on request. It has been reported that the enumerators’ books were in
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a good condition, and that the handwriting was good. Apart from two
missing EDs for Deal, Kent the information is complete.

The 1901 census covered a population of 32 million people and
users should be able to search the index by name, age, place and
institution. Use of the index is free - users must pay to download the
digitised image (actual book) or the transcribed image. Payment will be
by credit card over the internet (with the paid session lasting for 48 hours)
or by voucher (which will have an expiry date) which will be available
via local libraries and other service points.

Originally the PRO restricted the purchase of the 1901 fiche to
libraries but recently permission was granted to family history societies to
buy them. Locally this society has purchased the 1901 census for the
Sheffield and Rotherham area and it is available in Sheffield Archives.
There is also a set available in the Local Studies Library. Leeds Central
library has also purchased the census for the whole of Yorkshire. Street
indexes should be available wherever there are copies of the fiche.

Access to the 1901 census online lasted for about a week before the
service was swamped by the demand. At the time of writing (end
January) it is still not available on line. However, there is “electronic
access at PRO Kew, the FRC and at a number of other Service Centres.
1901 Census microform services continue to be available at PRO Kew
and local record offices and public libraries across the country. The PRO
website www.pro.gov.uk provides details of Service Centres as they
become available”. (from www.censushelpdesk.co.uk)

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SOCIETY OF GENEALOGISTS REFURBISHES
ITS LIBRARY

The London-based Society of Genealogists has recently
modernised its library after a comprehensive refurbishment programme.
Heavy use of its premises in Clerkenwell by 15,000 Members and some
3,000 visitors a year had taken its toll over the years and acquisitions of
books had grown so much that there was a danger that the Society might
have to decline further accessions!

The Society is now 90 years old and its library of 105,000 titles
(many of which are not available anywhere else in the UK) make it the
largest genealogical library ouiside the USA. The topographical
arrangement of most shelves also makes it one of the largest local history
libraries in the country. Not only genealogists, but also historians and
biographers research there. Lying at the heart of family history’s Golden
Triangle, the Society is within 15 minutes walking distance of the Family
Records Centre, London Metropolitan Archives and the Guildhall
Library. it is well worth a visit.

The first thing that strikes you on entering the building is the bright
and cheerful appearance. New carpeting and seating on every floor make
research a real pleasure, If you can drag yourself past the re-designed and
well-stocked bookshop you will find a comfortable common room, an air-
conditioned lecture hall and arrangements for the disabled - including a
lift to alt four floors.

If you go downstairs to the Lower Library, you will find banks of
fiilm and fiche readers and many computers, all in a spacious, air-
conditioned research suite. Here also are the Society’s archives, including
a very large collection of unbound manuscripts and roll pedigrees - many
beautifully illuminated and of great antiquity. The computer facilities
include not just a growing library of CD-ROMs, but free on-line access to
both Society data on English Origins and to Ancestry. Com's large
databases, plus a number of other genealogical web sites.

If you go upstairs to the Middle Library, you will find the printed
collections for the British Isles and many textbooks. If you go further
upstairs to the Upper Library, you will find the printed collections for
overseas, bound family histories and books on special topics such as
schools, occupations, heraldry and the armed forces plus a vast range of
genealogical periodicals, The shelving has been expanded and moved into
a more accessible arrangement in the centre, surrounded by much more
seating than before.

To assist the reader, the Society now has a unique computerised
catalogue with terminals on every floor. Computerisation has been
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achieved thanks mainly to a generous grant from the Lottery Heritage
Fund. The Society also has many Library guides on sale, but a Floor
Guide is available for free. Free tours of the library are conducted on
alternate Saturdays as well.

The Society's library is open to non-members on payment of an
entrance fee. Full Membership carries many advantages, so that to most
serious family historians joining is a must. For further details, please
contact the Membership Secretary at 14 Charterhouse Buildings, off
Goswell Road, London EC), telephone 020 7553 3291 or
E-mail: members.pri@socgen2.demon.co.uk.

1901 CENSUS - First Results

In May of 1901 the first results of the Census, held on Sunday 5th April
were published. They gave the population of unexfended Sheffield as
380,717 - a 17.4% increase on 1891.

The City of Sheffield had been extended in 1900. 4,003 acres of land
formerly belonging to other local authorities had become suburbs of the
city.

A HISTORY OF GLEADLESS SCHOOL
{continued from Vol. 22, No.4)

8th March 1912 Tn consequence of the Great Coal Strike many of the
children are away from school as they are getting coal from the surface in
various parts of the parish.

27th March 1912 Called a meeting to consider the distress in the district -
particularly as affecting the chiidren.
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29th March 1912 Commenced to provide free breakfasts for the children.
The teachers make all the necessary arrangements and distribute the food
to the children in one of the Class Rooms. The breakfasts are to consist of
Cocoa with bread and butter alternately with bread and jam. The
temporary school is being closed today and the scholars are being
transferred to the school again.

28th November 1912 Attendances have been very poor during the week.
There is much sickness and measles is on the increase. Bessie Holroyd, a
little one in Class 7, died yesterday from measles,

6th October 1913 Had to caution Miss Scattergoed about caning children
in her class against the regulations.

16th February 1914 Had to draw Miss Scattergood’s attention to the fact
she was not keeping to the instruction as to the teaching of drawing e.g.
the children are continually drawing from copies set on the blackboard
instead of directly from the objects themselves.

29th April 1914 The Drill instructors at school all day. The timetable
altered in order that all classes should have a class in Physical Exercise
during the day.

30th April 1914 HMI Report:

“The quiet, orderly tone of the school, the conscientious work done, and
the happy relationship existing between teachers and scholars are
pleasing features and reflect credit on the kindly and effective supervision
of the Master, whose continued ill health is much to be regretted.”

19th June 1914 Three complaints were made on Thursday last as to
damage done by children entering gardens and fields to obtain flowers,
sprays and leaves for drawing lessons in school without leave. I am to
request all teachers to impress upon the children that this method of
cobtaining ‘copies’ should cease at once and a more courteous attitude
adopted towards the owners of gardens.

31st August 1914 Re-opened school with good attendances. During the
holidays the school was thoroughly cleansed, colour washed and painted
and looks exceptionally bright and neat. Had a meeting of the staff during
the day to discuss arrangements as to assisting the War Relief Fund.
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10th Septenber 1914 During the weekend a supply of materials has been
purchased and is being made up into garments for the soldiers at the front.
This work is being carried out by the girls instead of needlework.

2nd November 1914 Teachers have undertaken to subscribe monthly
during the war at the rate of 2.5% of their salaries.

3rd November 1914 This morning, I have forwarded for our soldiers and -
sailors the following:-

30 pairs of socks

3 Knitted body belts

2 knitted sleeping caps

3 Knitted helmets

2 flannel helmets

10 pairs of mittens

6 scarves

9 day shirts

and to the wounded at the base hospital:-

4 pairs of bed socks and 14 singlets

30th March 1915 A large supply of eggs, fruit, vegetables, cakes,
cigarettes etc. brought by the scholars this day and forwarded to the
Hospitals for the Wounded Soldiers.

8th July 1915 Another collection this morning for the wounded soldiers.
A much larger quantity of fiuif, vegetables, eggs, cigareties etc. was
brought so that two journeys were needed to take the goods to Sheffield.
In the afternoon we entertained some of the wounded men in the Firvale
Military Hospital. A large number of people assembled in the playground
and the children sang patriotic songs. Addresses by the FHeadmaster and
some of the visitors was followed by a collection which realised
£3.10s.0d (£3.50).

2nd September 1915 Miss Haigh, a teacher in the Infant Depattment, was
on her bicycle in Sheffield last night, when she was knocked down and
killed by a motor lorry. Miss Haigh had been at school for twenty years,
as scholar, pupil teacher and Assistant. She was a great favourite both to
scholars and teachers, and her death has cast a gloom over the whole
school. I was in Sheffield most of the day, trying to secure the return of
her two brothers from France. Miss Haigh leaves a widowed mother of
whom she was the mainstay.
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2nd November 1915 At the request of the police I warned the scholars
against the use of fireworks or the lighting of bonfires on Friday,
November 5th.

14th January 1916 Have not been able to have fires during the week as
men have been engaged in fixing a new boiler to the heating apparatus.
We have been compelied to depend on the gas jets for heating the rooms.

12th May 1916 My son, home from the trenches - visited the school this
moming.

3rd July 1916
Miss Scattergood having been removed from this department, I have been
compelled to re-organise the work as follows:

Standards VII and VIII  Headmaster

Standards V and VI Mr Staton

Standard IV Mr Ennis
Standard Il Miss Drewry
Standard 1T Miss Hoyland
Standard Ia Miss Rodger
Standard Ib Miss Nutt

8th May 1917 It is getting very difficult to carry on the work of the
school with the failure of the supply of stationery. Every step possible is
being taken to economise in the matter, but most of the exercise books are
now used up and there does not seem much probability of a supply in the
immediate future.

19th June 1917 Completed my period of service this day after 44 ' years
as Headmaster, 33 of which have been spent at Gleadless - W Roberts.

20th June 1917 Succeeded Mr Roberts as Head Teacher-
F.J.C. Hinchcliffe.

19th July 1917 The Big Bell fell today whilst being rung for play.
Fortunately no cne was hurt.

17ty April 1918 Miss Sleight of the Education Office, Wakefield. visited
today in connection with the question of Handwork for the girls of the
Upper Standards. She suggested "Coiled Basketry" which I shall
endeavour to introduce.

19th June 1918 Called up for Army Service - F J C Hinchcliffe.
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J R Hodgson took charge of this school on Mr Hincheliffe being called up
for Military Service.

Ist July 1918 Attendance awful - 116 children absent.

1ith September 1918 Took 36 children blackberrying today. Results very
disappointing -rained heavily.

I18th September 1918 8 children taken blackberrying - results good.
20th September 1918 12 children taken blackberrying - rain interfered.

23rd October 1918 Very bad attendance (73.4%). Influenza very
prevalent,

24th Octeber 1918 On our blackberrying expeditions 68% lbs were
gathered. Paid out at the rate of 3d (1'4p) per Ib to the children today.

26th October 1918 Owing to the influenza epidemic - attendance very
bad 66.5 %.

8th November 1918 School closed for two weeks by order of the Medical
Officer on account of the influenza epidemic.

23 rd November 1918 Re-opened school today with an attendance of
81%. Two children had died during the closure.

25th November 1918 Mr F J C Hincheliffe, the former Headmaster in
charge of this school called in today.

MEMORIES OF GLEADLESS SCHOOL

I was a pupil at this school from about 1937 to Easter 1945 when,
at 14 years old, I left to join the working fraternity as a apprentice painter
and decorator.

We knew this school as Hollins End School. I remember our
teacher in the top form, standard 6 and 7, was Sam Staton, (page 171; 4
Sept. 1905). We called him “Satan” as he was a strict disciplinarian. Mr,
Staton had a fall Dickensian type desk with a high stool to match and on
the top of the desk a cane about 2 foot long and about as thick as a man’s
finger. He took the boys in garden lessons, the school having a piece of
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land higher up Hollins End road on the left. We grew vegetables which I
think went into the school canteen. I had my dinners at school and
remember the wartime menu, stewed prunes and watery custard,
semolina, plenty of beetroot, lettuce, boiled cabbage, spotted dick and
bread and butter puddings. Most meats were stews or corned beef.

The top class also held Mr "Johnie" Hawkins the Headmaster. No
luxury of a separate office for him. His desk was along side mine when I
was twelve,

The only pupil names that come to mind are Arthur Crouch, twins
Ken and John West, Leon Hobson, a lad catled Froggett and Tommy
Ramsden (1 wonder if he was the son of Arthur Ramsden (page 172; 14
Sept, 1911 - school boys’ strike).

Leon Hobson was good on the piano but to the annoyance of Mr
Staton, liked to play jazz whereas Mr Staton was a lover of classical
music and would try to influence us in this way with his records. Leon
was also voted as escort to the May Queen. I have a photograph of the
new May Queen and her consort Leon Hobson with the retiring pair of
1942 standing in the school playground in their regalia. I also have a
newspaper photo of our class with the caption “Children in Centenary
Celebrations” arriving at Sheffield Cathedral with their teachers for the
Charter Centenary.

The only other teacher I remember was Miss Rodgers, who took a
junior class, Her favourite weapon was a 1 foot flat ruler of standard
school issue,

During the war an.underground air raid shelter was dug behind the
school in the recreation ground. It was a long zigzag tunnel with benches
on each side to sit on. We used to file into it when there was a purple alert
which was not the usual air raid siren. That only sounded if the enemy
aircraft were really near. I think school children were required to be in the
shelters long before the general alarm was sounded. There we stayed until
the all clear, sitting in the gloom lit only by low powered bulbs.

In the chaos of Sheffield’s blitz the schools closed and parents
were asked to provide a room if they had one to spare to be used as a
classroom for two hours, twice or three times a week.

On reaching the top two classes, “Mr. Staton’s domain”, pupils
could then, if they so wished, go to the swimming baths in City Road
once a week. We would be given two tokens value one half-penny each
and walked with teachers to the tram terminus at the bottom of Hollins
End Road outside the Rex cinema. By the time we had completed the
Journey we only had about 20 minutes in the baths and it was time to get
dried and catch the tram back again.

It seems that Mr, Sam Staton spent the whole of his teaching career
at Gleadless School and the many thousands of children who passed
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through his class over the years owe their education and start in life to his
dedicated work and effort. What a wonderful epitaph to the man we
called “Satan”.

A BRIEF HISTORY OF JOSEPH RODGERS AND SONS,
CUTLERY MANUFACTURERS

In 1780 the company of Joseph Rodgers and Soms, Cutlery
Manufacturers moved into premises at No. 6 Norfolk Street, Sheffield
where they became renowned for the production of pen-knives pocket
knives (the Norfolk Sporting Knife and the Year Knife), scissors, and
table knives and plate.

It is unknown when the company was formed but it is certain that
Ananias Rogers was manufacturing in 1766 and was a member of the
Cutlers” Company. From the History of the Company of Cutlers of
Hallamshire in the County of York we know that “On 27 October 1733
Joseph Rogers paid the Corporation ten pounds for altering his Mark, but
the Company knowing he had no other end in changeing it but for ye
better sale of his wares and maintenance of his numerous family, and
considering the awkwardness of his former Mark, thought fit to return
him nine pounds ten shillings”.

In 1821 John Rogers was appointed Cutler to the Royal Family. By
1871 the firm adopted a limited liability constitution and became one of
Sheffield’s oldest established firms in the “Cutlery Capital”, Maurice
George Rodgers became Master of the Cutlers Company in 1897 but died
during his year of office. The company had works at Pond Hill, River
Lane and Sheaf Island, The company was known not only in England,
where the firm had a London establishment at 60 FHolborn Viaduct EC 1,
but was represented by agencies all over the world.

Joseph Rodgers was Joint Managing Director when, in 1924 at the
British Empire Exhibition in the Palace of Industry, the company
“exhibited a selection of Genuine Sheffield Cutlery and Plate impressing
on the minds of visitors the fact that, as regards workananship, utility, and
art, Sheffield’s best”. It is understood that the company closed in the
1960s.

Did you know?

¢ St Mark’s at Broombhill in Glossop Road was erected at a cost of
£1500. It was built of wood and corrugated sheets and was referred
to as the ‘Tron Church’ before it was replaced by a stone building
shortly afterwards,

» Four churches were built before 1845 with money from “The
Million Pound Fund” which was a national fund to commemorate
the victory over Napoleon at Waterloo. St George’s, Broad Lane
was built in 1825 at a cost of £15000 and had seating for 2000
people. St Philip’s Church near Infirmary Road cost £13000 and
seated 2000 people. Attercliffe Church was built in 1826 at a cost
of £14000. St Mary’s Bramall Lane was built in 1830 at a cost of
£13000.

* In 1767 there were 319 Roman Catholics in Sheffield who metin a
room in the Lord’s House in Pepper Alley. (According to
Fairbanks this was in the vicinity of Norfolk Row). In 1814 a place
of worship was erected on the site of the Lord’s House (ie the Duke
of Norfolk). The building was enlarged in 1837 and used until St
Marie’s was consecrated in 1850.

e St Jude’s was erected in 1849 at a cost of £2200. It was on the
corner of Eldon Street and Milton Street.
