X was very pleased to read in the Summer 1986 ( Vol.6
No.4) edition of "The Flowing Stream" not one but iwo articles which
referred to families in which I am interested. The first was the
Hawksworths of Upper Midhope ~ a family which has puzzled and intrigued
me for some time and the second was about the Middletons of Bradwell,

Many of my ancestors originated from Bradwell and many
of the names I am researching are well known in the area, e.g.
Middleton, Hall, Barber and Evans. The local historian and author of
"Bradwell, Ancient and Modern", Seth Evans was first cousin to my
great prandmother, Sarah Hannah Evans. Like many other iphabitants of
Bradwell in the mid 19th century, Sarah left the village in the 1860s
and moved to Stocksbridge (10 miles north of Sheffield), where Samuel
Fox of Bradwell had built his factory, manufacturing among other
things the umbrella frames for which he became renowned and which
provided employment for many of his former acquaintances from Bradwell,

I have a fairly extensive family tree of the Evans
family from the mid 18th century to 1900 and would very much like to
hear from anyone who is interested in this family or who knows
anything about them. I would particularly like to know where they
originated from, as the last definate date in the local parish
registers was the marriage of Johnson Evans and Jane Pointon at Hope
on 6th February 1766. Was Johnson Evans Welsh as his surname
suggests? or could there have been links with the Evans of Wirksworth
from whom the novelist George Elliott was descended? I would dearly
1like to know!

SOCIETY MEETINGS

Visit to Cusworth Hall Saturday 7th June 1986

About 30 members met at the museum and were given a short
introductory lecture by Alison Morrish, the curator of the museum.

The present hall was started in 1740 by William Wrightson, who
employed the Rotherham architect George Platt, to build the central
block and the two wings as viewed from the main entrance drive. In
1750-54 two wings were added which were designed by James Paine (who
also designed Nostell Priory and Sandbeck Park). The hall has a gate
house which was originally 2 cottages (with one room upstairs and
.one room down) and it is said that a woman brought up six children
in one of these cottages. The cottages were later joined into one
house and until 1974 were lived in by the old cook,

The grounds were designed in 1763 by Richard Wood, who constructed
three lakes with a cascade so that they looked like a continuation
of the River Don.

ADDITIQONS TQO THE LIBRARY

Recent Journals from Family History Societies.

YORK WILL INDEXES

In the last Journal mention was made of the importance of Wills
in family research. I couldn't agree more. Many people think their
forebears were all too poor to leave Wills. But there was much
sliding up and down the social scale and many a labourer had
prosp e rous forebears as I have found in my own case. The practice
of the eldest son inheriting most of the property leaving trhe younger
ones to make their own way was common.

0f course only a small proportion of the population left Wills,
but some are listed as labourers, both in the Wills and Administrations
where no Wills were made. When Parish Registers are few and dry up
altogether in the 16th century, & vital clue may be found. Many
family historians branch out into local history research through a
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curiosity about their ancestors' surroundings. Here Wills can be a
rich source of interest. I have often in the past wished that 1t was
easier to find all the Wills from a particular place. Perhaps
relatives and friends of trhe family being researched may appear in
one of them. Acting as executors or witnesses or even beneficiaries,
proving their existance in that place in the particular time.

With this in mind some months age I decided to try and do something
about it, the first frults of which ave now in the Archives Division
of the central library in Sheffield and the Library in Rotherham.
Eventually also in Doncaster, Archives, The Borthwick and the Y.A.S
at Claremont Lane. Copies for the Soclety will be in Trippet Lane.

As you may know the Yorkshire Archaeological Society published in
their Record Series volumes of index es to the Wills in the York
Probate Registry, covering the whole of Yorkshire in the 16th and 17th
centuries and earlier. These are often in reference libraries but
are not available for borrowing in the usual way. I went Ethrough the
laborious process of ordering one volume at a time through my local
library at Rotherham. A frantic three weeks work ensued. I know it
is possible for an extension of time, but one does not know in
advance whether or not someone else is waiting. Many thanks are due
to Dr.David Hey for coming to the rescue by letting me borrow
several of his copies. Also to Mr,John Perkins for the loan of the
comonwealth volume of Wills proved in London.

With the aid of "A Handlist of Parish Register Transcripts in the
Borthwick Institute of Hisrorical Research” which gives the Deanery
of each parish in Yorkshire, I have picked out all the old Deanery
of Doncaster Wills and Administrations which are of course already
indexed by name, and I have indexed each volume extract by place,
occupation or status.

It didn't take long for me to realise that I could not be as
accurate as 1 had hoped. There are many duplicated place names in
other parts of Yorkshire. The parish was not always given, only some
tiny hamlet which could be anywhere unless one had local knowledge
of the area. I have included places of the same name which were
net obviously in other parts of Yorkshire. At the same time T must
have missed others which I didn’'t-recognise. In fact I am sorry the
first extract has a few places I now realise are not in the Deanery
of Dongaster from subsequent volumes. I must thank Dr.Postles from
the Archives Division at the Cenral Library for allowing his staff ro
do the typing.

Three volume extracts are available at the moment 1514-1585. Also
the gommonwealth Wills proved in London 1649-1660. I hope to
continue with this project until the sevies ends in 1688, There are
44 Wills for Sheffield in the first volume I have done 1514-1553, 76
for.Danastgr, 74 for Rotherham, 37 for Barnsley and 48 for Fishlake.
Administrations for Sheffield 3, Doncaster 26, Rotherham 20,

Barnsley 7 and Fishlake 3. Below are the 44 Wills for Sheffield.

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A FAMILY LEGEND (cont)

Since first writing about Petre Wisternoff, the Russian
Coachman at Chatsworth (The Flowing Stream, Vol.5 No.3 Winter 1984)
I have Found ocut a great deal more about him and his family. I also
have the photograph of the Landseer painting on which he appears.

I was contacted in May 1984 by a Mr.Ronald Wisternoff who lives
near Birmingham and who had been given my name by the Archivist at
Chatsworth. I sent him such information as I had which he passed
on to his son David who lives in New Zealand. Matters rested there
whilst I carried on wich research into my own family unt?l May 1985
when I received copies of the 1881 Census Returns for Whittington,
near Chesterfleld, with several mentions. of the family, kindly
sent to me by Mrs.Maureen Newton who is a member of this Society and
who had rtead my original article. This information was passed on
and I was delighted to Tecelve from New Zealand what must be an
almost complete "tree" of 5 generations, all descended from Petre
the Russian and his wife Sarah.

Amongst material sent to me by Bavid Wisternoff is a letter from
the present Duke of Devonshire concerning Petre and I quote:

"He joined the Duke's.-(i.e. the Sixth Duke)
staff when the former took up residence in
Russia in May 1826 and returned with the
Duke to this country at the end of that
year. In the account books here for that
period he-is referred to as Peter the
Russian and was paid £40 a year from 1827
to 1843 and in March of that year he
recelved 229 as a final payment."

It would seem that in 16 years of service he never had his wages
ralsedl

There is also a much more pbignant letter, written by Pefre
himself to his employer (see below). In 1851, according to the
Census, Peter was 56 so he must have been only 48 when he moved to
Netiler Handley in 1843 ~ rather young I have always thought to
retire. However, the 1851 Census does show him as blind and I
suspect that this letter marked the onset of that affliction. He
had eight children by this time, so one can understand his concern.
His eldest son William of whom he writes must have been 10 or 11
and I assume that he did go to school as in 1851, aged 20, his
occupation is given as "Clerk at Coal and Iron Works". His younger
brother Peter, 18, has the same occupation and a sister, Susan 13,
is a scholar. I think the Russian's command of the English language
is commendable and he obviously set great store by his education.

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Mot surprisingly, Petre was known to Faxton who was at Chatsworth
at this time, (several of his children were baptised at Edensor} and
he is briefly mentioned in the book, "Paxton and the Bachelor Duke™
by Violet Markham. More exciting, he was also known to Queen
Vigctoria, who mentions him in her own Journal, written when she
visited Chatsworth as a girl of 13 in 1832, A report of this is in
the book "Victoria Travels" by David DufE.

I have recently spent some time at Matlock and have placed my
mother-in-law, nee Jessie Wisternoff, in the Ffamily. She was born
in Whittington, baptised 10th August 1890, daughter of Willie
Joseph -{who was born in Sheffield 1858) and Harriott, and grand-
daughter of the above mentioned William. It is unfortunate that the
Whittington Registers are badly charred due to a fire at the Church,
and many entries are lost, but I shall continue the seaxch.

David Wisternoff writes that he has also been told by both his
father and an uncle that Petrewas a Russian nobleman, with a family
crest of a cormorant, surmounted by either an axe or a key. If
anyone has any knowledge of Russian family crests I would be
delighted to hear. It would seem that I may have been wrong to
doubt the tales I was told by my mother-in-law all those years ago.
How many of us now say, "I wish I had listened and questioned when
I had the chance?" I know I do.

He died in Rome,
and is buried in the Protestant Cemetery.

Why mention this? Well...to remind us all that our ancestors, too,
lived through this time. Consumption was a killer. Nobody - but
nobody =~ could save young Keats. Had he lived, more poetry? Our
"debt" is to modern mediecine.

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IT MAKES MY BACK ACHE

As a keen local historian, but with no interest in family history
at that stage, T attended the "Let's Xeep it in the Family" lectures
at the University of Sheffield in November 1984. & comment made by
Dr.David Hey suggesting that the family name, DRANSFIELD, may have
derived from the place~name DRONFIELD, sparked my interest. My
mother's maiden name is Dransfleld and I wondered if the family had
originated from the Dronfield area. Being equally curious about the
sort of 1life they might have led, I began my quest. So far, I have
traced the Dransfield line back through five generations. No one
has yet been found living outside the High Green or Howbrook
vicinity in South Yorkshire. They have been similarly unadventurous
in their occupations - my direct ancestors were all involved in the
coal mining industry.

By employing three historical sources -~ a death certificate,
census data and a goverrment commission -~ quite a vivid picture has
been pzinted of life for the Dransfield family at the beginning of
the Victorian era. On the 26th July 1838 William Dransfield died
of consumption aged 49 years. By using the 184} census I was able
to ascertain (as shown below) that he left a widow, Catherine, and
elght children (James is my great, great grandfather)

Having previously used the Govermment Report on Children's
Employment (Mines) by Jelinger C.Symons (1841) I recalled that a
mmber of children from the High Green area had given evidence to
the commissioners about their work. One piece of evidence came
from Daniel Drenchfield working in one of George Chambers' pits in
High Green. I strongly suspect that Daniel Drenchfield is Daniel
Dransfield, my great, great grandfather's brother. I have searched
through the 1841 Census for all the nelghbouring area and found no
Drenchfields nor any other Daniel Dransfield. The fact that Daniel
went to Sunday School at Wortley makes me even more certain that
my susp:.clons are correct since Howbrook (his place of residenge)
was in Wortley Parish. The extract from the Report is as follows:
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Witness No.63'Danie1 Drenchfield.

I am going -in ten, but I don't know when my bi§thday is. It's'pot a
year since I Ffirst went into the pit. I tram like the former boy; it
tires me a bit; I am more tired in the Forenmoon than at might; Lt
makes my back ache; I work all day, the same as the other boy; 1

rest me when.Il go home at night; I never go ta play at night; I get .

my supper and go to bed. I have been to Sunday Sc?ool, and I gg to
one every Sunday at Wortley; I can read the "Reading Made Easy™,
they teach me religion; God made the world, but I don't know who
Jesus Christ was, or whether he died on Earth or fot; %t‘s not the
clergymen but a master that teaches usj wWe learn spelling; T know I
shall gé to hell if I am not a good boy; 1 never learnt wriFing;
twice ten is twenty; but I don't know what three times ten is; I
don't know how many weeks there are 1n a year, nor how many‘months
there are; I don't know whether London is the biggest town in
England oy not. I 1like the pit sometimes, but not in summer when
it's too hot for me.
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A Trammer

Although census returns and birth/marriage/death certificates
are used widely by family historians they may not be aware of the
Children's Employment Comamission (Mines) 1841 or the Children's
Employment Commission (1862) Report (which deals with Sheffield
trades - grinding, file-cutting etc.) Both reports give details of
working conditions, clothes worn, food eaten, general health and
pd stimes. A large mmber of witnesses are named, children and adults,
male and female, and their ages given. Members wishing to read these
reports should enquire at the Local Studies section of Sheffield
City Libraries. Anyone with forebears living in the Sheffield area
In the mid-nineteenth century will find them invaluable for adding
foliage to the bare branches of the family tree.

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A PIONEER IN AUSTRALIA

John Arthur Tinker was born in Sheffield in 1869, Twenty years
later he left England and migrated to Australia, At the age of 26
he married 24 year old Edith Wilcockson. She was born in Terringong
south of Svdney in 1871 of parents who migrated from Mount Sorrel,
Leicestershire in 1848.

On arrival John found a big difference in living and working
sonditions. In England the sea is only 50-60 miles away buc
Australia is 3000 miles from cast to west and 2000 miles from north
to south with a mixture of roecky cliffs, forests and desert and rich
lat grassy plains.

The type of work available was mainly manual work on farms and
cleaning land for cultivation. Few industrial projects were attempted;
lack of materials was n big problem. All malterials, tools ete. had
to be brought from England and Europe so there was almost no work
for a tradesman.

John moved around the XKiama district working and living.on farm
properties for fifteen years. He then travelled 500 miles north
over very rough roads with his wife and five children plus their
possessions in a.horse and dray to Ballina innorthernNew South
Wales. There he purchased a farm on which had been built a
weatherboard house, containing a wood fuel stove. Lighting was by
kerosene lamps and candles.

Most farms were.isolated from coastal towns. Fresh food for their
own use had to be grown on the farm. With the help of the older
children, Edith, John's wife had to cook food, bake bread, make
butter and cheese, make garments, minister to the sick, help
nieghbours and 2ssist her husband in fencing the property.

The women pioneers at this period had a very hard life and without
their help the men would have had a difficult time in adapting to
the enviromment.

Edith bore four more children in this district but died in
childbirth on 19th August 1917 aged 37 at Mullunbimby, New South
Wales.

The eldest daughter married and moved to Tympic, Queensland., In
later years John Tinker moved to Tympic and lived with his daughter
until his death on 25th January 1948 aged 79.

THE DERBYSHIRE ROOTS OF MY SHEFFIELD BRANCH
(Sequel to "My Sheffield Branch')

In 1843 my great, great grandfather William Gregory was a blade
forger in Sheffield. In November 1842 he had married Mary Andrews,
davghter of George Andrews, gentleman,at St.John's Manchester., George
perhaps gave his son-in-law capital to "start 'up¥ on his own as
William's father had died in Calver in September 1842 and amy
affiliation with Derbyshire apparently ended that year.

However, as I uncovered William's Derbyshire background, the
cutlery comnection remained. Early in my investigation I had written
to the Company of Cutlers in Hallamshire re my Gregory records.

They had kindly sent me photocopies of lists of apprentices and
cutlers named Gregory: several came from the Calver and Curbar area.

calver and Curbar families are ingluded in the Baslow Parish
Registers and at any one time there appears to have been a dozen or
more Gregory families in the area, - surely a large proportion of
the population in the 17th and 18th centuries.

My William was baptised at Baslow 22nd June 1817 son of Samuel
Gregory, labourer of Calver and Mary Watson. Samuel was baptised
at Baslow 19th April 1786 son of Joseph Gregory and Susannah
Robinson or Corbar {at other baptisms of Barbrock and Cupola). There
is a large gravestone to Joseph and Susannah in Baslow churchyard.
Joserh was baptised at Baslow 20th March 1757 son of Joseph Gregory
and Margaret Sydal of Curbar: other children were James, Dorothy,
Joshua, Nanny, Jonathan and Godfrey.

The apprenticeship lists include a Godfrey son of Joseph of Curbar
apprenticed 1in 1779 to William Slack, and a Jonathan son of Joseph
of Curbar apprenticed to Isaac Slack 1774, Freedom 1783. This
Jonathan witnessed the marriageof Joseph Gregory and Susannah
Robinson in 1782 and was a great uncle of my blade forger William.

The Mormon IGI lists many Gregorys prior to 1757 and hopefully
I shall get to Matlock one day and trace my line back to the 17th
Century. Perhaps I shall connect with James Gregory, son of Jas of
Calver who was apprenticed to Jas Wilkinseon in 1682 and Geo.
Cartwright in 1686 and gained his Freedom in 1690; if so I shall
have followed a family trade through almost three hundred years.

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DIARY OF A VOYAGE TO QUEENSLAND (cont)

Sunday June 14th.

Lat.36%405. Long 2930, Distance 100 miles.

About 2 o,clock a.m. the jib boom broke in two. The Captian, when
commenting in the "“Gazette" sald "The loss of the jib boom under
some circumstances.might have resulted in the’ entire loss.of the
ship". He layed the blame for sending out the ship with so
important a gear defective between Messrs. Mackay & Co., Balnes & Co.,
and the surveyor. No service on the poop.

Wednesday June 17th.

Lat.38°10S. Long 13°E. Distance 252 miles.
Véry heavy sea carried away the 1life boat, washed the second
cabin door off its hinges and nearly swept a child overboard.

Saturday June 20th.

Lat.39°38S. Long 28°41E. Distance 242 miles.
The jib boom replaced and properly Ffitted up.

Sunday June 21st.

Lat.39°535, Long 33°48E. Distance 240 miles.

A disturbance in the fore steerage occasioned by the too free use of
intoxicating liquor was not quelled until the Captain and Messrs.
Loveday and Bourne arrived with loaded pistols, one of which Captain
Phillips presented at the head of one of the ringleaders and ordered
him te surrender, which he quietly did and then was left to spend
the rest of the night in irons.

Wednesday June 24th.

lat 40°46S. Distance 145 miles.

The passengers volunteered to haul up any boxes that might be
required out of the hold. T.E.E. then went, lanthorn in hand, in
search of box No.10 which he eventually found near the mizen mast.

It was safely hauled up and deposited in our ecabin and then unpacked.
The sea island and Egyptian cotton seeds feel hard and smell fresh;
but the New Orleans smell damp and mouldy; the cabin biscuits also
had become none the better through keeping.

Thursday June 25th.

Lat.40°353. Long 40°26E. Distance 140 miles.
Tea, coffee, sugar, butter, pickles and other articles sold by
auction; also ham and cheese, which fetched nearly 2/-d. a pound.

Saturday June 27th.

Lat,40°27. Long 62°29E. Distance 336 miles.

Our lomgest run {between noon and noon) sinee we left England.
Our longest run within any 24 hours was 350 miles. Disposed of* a
few knives, forks and spoons. ’




Sunday June 28th.

Distance 316 miles.
The upper stud sail blown to ribbons and several repes broken by
the wind, heavy seas amd in the afterncon a.rudder' ecap was fractured.

Wednesday July 1st.

Lat.41°27S. Long 78°30E. Distance 148 miles. )

At tea time we were alarmed by the cry of "fire" and, having
locked our cain, we proceeded on deek, fully expecting in a few
hours to be no.more; when we heard the cry "all right". We found the
fire had been situated in the pursers stores in the after part of
the ship under the saloon - about the worst place in the vessel that
a fire could break out - in which a quantity of loose packing boxes,
spirits, butter, suet, sugar and other easily inflamable articles
were stored away in abundance; which had they once fairly ignited
would soén have driven the helmsman off his post and us to a watery
grave. Situated as we were in the middle of the Indian Ocean, far
removed from land (except two barren, desolate, uninhabited islands,
Saint Paul and Amsterdam, from which we were belng slowly drifted
away by the cwrrent which prevails in that locality), a sea too
rough for any boat, except a life-bhoat, to rescue from death by
human means wouls have been impossible. The fire, we have since
learned, was caused by the purser drawing off some Hollands from a
cask into a measure to sell to some of the passengers, when the ship
lurched and upset the measure and contents upan the light, which
speedily ignited and then ran like wild fire along the flcor,
blazing ‘between casks and cases in a very alarming manner. The
quantity upset, we were told, did not exceed one gallon and which
we think from the rumours we have heard was considerably under the
real amount. Reports say the Purser was intoxicated and was using a
naked light, and, further, that he has been smoking and using naked
lights frequently in his stores; both of which are forbidden by the
ship's regulations. W.D.E. once saw him using a candle, which he
had stuck to the side of the ship with a little of the melted wax
and which was liable at any moment to fall amongst the loose stores
which were very abundantly scattered about. An Investigation is to
take place tomorrow -~ in the meantime, the purser is suspended.

Saturday July 4th.

. Warwick and Moore bought a share in a raffle for a B flat cornet
and won. Mr.Bowling's child aged 18 months, died of whooping cough
this afternoon and was interred about 7pm.

A large sea bird caught which measured 7 feet across the wings.
Several land birds seen, also a quantity of seaweek, both of which
are regarded as a sign of land.
